Rosa Romalho, whose highly
individual ceramics may be found
in many Algarve homes, died fast
week aged 89.

The daughter of a shoemaker,
she began modelling clay when
she was seven years old. For
thirty years her work was sold
only in the country fairs near her
home ‘at Galegos, near Barcelos.
Then, in 1968, she was persuaded
to exhibit at the Cascais fair. Fame
and fortune quickly followed.

In recent years, Rosa Romalho's
simple, stylised Christs and saints,
and her wierdly-imagined mons-
ters, have been displayed in art
galleries, and bought by serious
art collectors. Her grand-daughter,
Julia, who accompanied her on
her visits to the USA and Japan,
plans to continue in her work.
