..CHILDREN'S HOME WELCOMES NEW IDEAS

The Director of the Centro do
Assisténcia Nossa Senhora do
Carmo is Dona Maria Augusta
Janeiro de Almeida Palanque.
Young and pretty, she could
almost be taken for one of her
older charges. But she is a highly

trained social worker with a
degree in social sciences. Her
affection for the <children is

evident - and obviously recipro-
cated.

Dona Maria Augusta came to
the Centro do Assisténcia two
years ago. The foreign volunteers
have been fortunate in having the
benefit of her advice and guidance
in all of their recent undertakings.

The orphanage i§s under the
aegis of the Instituto da Familia e
Acgéo Social, a State agency,
which provides both financial and
technical assistance.

The institute §s advanced in its
approach to the special problems
of the children under its care. This
is well illustrated by their plans
for the Centro de Assisténgcia in
lLagos, which is soon to be com-
pletely renovated, .

The capacity of the orphanage
will be increased to 45, divided

- into three groups of 15. Each

group will have its own living
unit with 2 and 3 - bedded rooms,
baths, and a sitting room with a
small kitchenette, large common
and dining rooms will be shared
by all of the children. Eventualily,
one of the groups will be made
up of boys, and male social
workers will be added to the
staff.

In some cases a temporary
situation has made it necessary
for & child to come to the
orphanage. Every effort is made to

avoid a break with the family,
and to help family and child
through the difficulties of getting
together again after the crisis is
past.

Both the Institute and Dona
Maria Augusta 'encourage outside
contacts and experiences. The
girls  attend regular schools n
Lagos, and take part in all possible
community activities.

The institute is always open to
new ideas and welcomes the kind
of help that has been given in
Lagos. It is also responsible for
orphanages in Faro, Olhdo and
Portimdo. Foreign residents in
those communities who would like
to  do something. for the orphans
may write or telephone Dona
Maria Ana Leonardo, Instituto da
Familia e Acgdo Social, Rua
d'Alportel N.° 7, Faro.
